Participants are
required to supply their own sleeping arrangements (swag on the floor / camp bed, pillow and blankets) plus their own
private toiletries and dress. Course participants will work in teams of 2 or 3 coordinating meals for all course personnel, as
well the cleaning of the training facility and coordinating 2 hourly nightly patrols of the compound between 2200-0600
throughout the duration of the course. The program will conclude with a course review, presentation lunch and Diploma
graduation and is only open to twelve (12) participants, so first in, best dressed.
